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Little Swindon

In an effort to develop the stean locomotive on a more scientific basis the works often employed
a ¥olling road® type of test cdl where alocomotive could be put under load and at high speed
without going out onto the line. Such testing fadlities were built at Swindon for the GWR and at
Derby for the LMS. There were probably others, but I'm nat aware of them.

Some kind person had brought down to the club a bag of double-flanged nylon wheds about two
inches diameter ead containing a seded ballrace probably the ubiquitous 6202s. They seemed to
be aying aut to be used for a 5°G #olling road® so | seleded myself eight of the ones that were
not apparently seized up. | used eight as | have an eight-couded tank loco. | do not know their
original use, perhaps the donor may enlighten us.

One of the requisite feaures of units like this is adaptability for the varying wheelbase to suit a
number of locos and the easier the adjustment, the better. | have seen similar units with a series of
holes, even one with half-round depressions st along the side frames. | thought that the most
adaptable would be horizontal dots, long ones. | did not fancy drilling atedious sries of holes and
then filing, or milling, them into slots. Why nat fabricate the slots? And that is how Little Swindon
came &ou.

The side rail s consist of some 1v4x 1% x 1/8° sharp MS angle (ex bedstead?) with alength of %2 x
1/8° flat MS held ¥£ gpart with some verticd strips. The side rails wer e then held at the correct
distance from ead ather to suit a 5°G loco when suitable conversion bushes had been turned up to
mourt the ballrages on ¥ BSW badl ts, nuts and spacing washers. The whole framework is rivetted
up with 3/32°iron rivetsas | did not want any distortion caused by welding. A braced, vertical end
piece has a hole & coupling height for restraining the dhassis in position. Any load is taken by the
angle, the horizontal strip is only a locaing retainer for the idler bolts. | turned off one of the
flanges from ead roller, leaving the one neaer the siderail .

| know thisis nat atrue test bed, as it has no means to load aloco up and/or couple it to a dyna-
mometer, but it serves the purpose | intended. That is, to run achasgs or loco under air or stean on
the bench without having to resort to packing the axleboxes up to their proper running positions. It
isquitelight and can just be hung up on anail in the wall between uses.

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Recmmmendations for the owner of antiquarian watches
Certainly, ancient watches demand care. Any repair leaves not cheaply, as it is connected not
with replacement of standard details (as in modern watches), and with manual manufaduring iden-
tical or adjustment of a similar detail. Antiquarian watches do not need to be beaten and dropped,
repair manages expensively.
Up to the middle of 20 centuries manufadurers did not make protection against a moisture in
watches, therefore any old watches are draid some water and a moisture.
If al the same watch have become wet - urgently to open all covers, to dary a hot hair drier and to
the master on reventive maintenance, arust - the terrible enemy of the mechanism.
It is not necessary to twist a dockwork spring up to the end, old metal can burst.
It is not supposed adjusts the hands in watches counter-clockwise.
For adjusts the hands it is necessary mainly clockwise but even if counter-clockwise - that
acarately and not for big time.
Don't make sharp movements * don't twist sharply arrow, don't swing a pendulum, etc.
Oncein 2-3 yeasit is necessary to serve and grease watches.
If the movement dirty - do not forcewatch to go long sincewith adust and the fallen asleep oil in
stones axes will be scratched and grind off.
It is neaessary to look after the aase and gass a napkin that is not leaving fibres.
Strong magnetic fields can noticeably worsen stability of a awurse and accuracy of watches.
The majority of kinds of coverings of dials do rot bea excited environments.
Do not expect from antique watches of high accuracy - the aror of 5-7 minutes is already quite
goaod result, until 5 minutes - ided.

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What’s New in Loco’s Wor kshop

From time to time it is useful to dosomethingin the workshopthat is not railway related. This al-
lows you to accumulate ®rownie points® that may then be used next time you want to buy that
new power toad, or whatever. Beaing this in mind, and also considering the current water restric-
tions, | started to think about ways to employ Grey Water in the garden.

The traditional method is to get one of those black rubber funnel things that divert the water out

of the drainpipe via the inspection hae. To the end of this you add a length of hose and lead the
water to where you want it. Grea idea but there is one small problem. Water will not run uphill.
So, if you have adoping block or if your floor is close to the ground you have aproblem.
Thinking about this while walking my dog | passed a neighbour's house and noticed an dd wash-
ing machine laying on top o the rubbish trailer in his front yard. Hanging from the innards by its
electric wires was a nice little water pump. A quick word to the lady of the house and | had the
pump in my hand. By thetime | got back home the ideawas formed.

The water from a shower comes out slowly so the pump cannot run all the time, else it will spend
half its life pumping air. Also, | wanted the thing to be automatic. To overcome this | dedded on a
header tank and a switch operated by afloat. The tank can then fill as dow as it wants but at a ce-
tain point the pump turns on and empties it. Once the water is gone the pump turns off and waits
for the next cycle. | wanted to keep the whole @ntraption small and cheap so | dedded ona win-
dow washer's bucket for the header tank. One of those plastic storage bins would also work. The
base is a simple frame made from pine floorboards | had laying around. The pump was cleaned,
tested and worked OK. A tiny le&k at the gland but, since it was going to be outside anyway, | let
that pass. Thelid of the box is galvanized iron and the bucket is fastened to it. A flanged fitting was
fastened to the battom of the bucket and passes through the metal lid to cary the water to the
pump. The pump outlet passes out the end of the box and | have dtached a fitting the same & my
garden tap. This lets me use the garden hose to get the water to where | want it. The float arm was
made from scrap brass and passes through holes drilled in the sides of the bucket. No beaings were
needed. The float is a plastic peanut butter jar.

The only tricky bit was the micro-switch | used to work the pump. At first, | let the float arm op-
erate aloose switch lever which then acted on the micro-switch. This worked but the switch was
too sengitive; as vonasthe water level fell just a bit the pump turned off again. | fixed the problem
by adding a strong spring to the pivot point of the switch lever. Now the lever has to be pushed
down until the switch closes. As the water level goes down and the float starts to go the other way
the switch lever stays in its position due to the spring tension until it is pulled back the other way
thus opening the switch. Y ou can then pay around with the anount of slack you alow in the holes
to get the o and %ff° levels where you need them.

The gadget has been working for a couple of weeks now and is performing well. It would have
been niceif the pump was abit bigger. | could then have put a sprinkler on the end of the hose but,
sincel got it for free | cannot complain. You may aso note in the pictures that | had to dg a shal-
low hdeto get the top of the tank below the outlet of the shower drain. This did naot eff ect the op-
eration of the devicein any way. The tank has a pipe to direct any overflow safely from the tank
and | also put a cover over it to keep the wildlife out. Total cost was about $20 for the bucket and a
tube of silicon sealer. The rest came from the junk box.

No doubt there ae many ways to dothe dectrics but as long as you are caeful and dothingsin a
safe manner | dont think it matters which. The photo was taken prior to encgpsulating the termina-
tions. How many %rownie points® did | ean? Well, there ae some things a gentleman just does
not talk about.

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Lamb's fry, Bacon and Onions

| ngredients:

1 fresh lamb's fry, 4 rashers bacon, 2 medium to large onions, cup tomato sauce, 1 tblspn
Worcestershire sauce, ground black pepper to taste.

3 tblspns plain flour, 1 tspn cornflour.

Method:

Soak the lamb's fry in cold water for about  hour, drain, then remove the skin and any white ma-
jor blood passages. Slice the med into ©° dlices and drain on a paper towel. Slice the bacon into
stripsabout °wide and dce the onion. Preheat alarge pan, saute the bacon strips and the onion,
then reserve them on a plate. Tossthe lamb's fry pieces in plain flour in a plastic bag to get them
evenly coated, then sed them off in the pan on both sides. Don't overcook them at this point!

Return the onion and bacon to the pan, stir the mix and add bailing water to just cover the ingredi-
ents. Add the tomato sauce, about a tablespoon of Worcestershire sauce and the pepper. Turn down
the heat and simmer gently for 45 minutes, initially with lid on, then lid off to reducethe liquid. Stir
all occasionally to prevent caching the bottom. Add cornflour mixed with a dash of cold water, if
required to thicken the sauce

Serve with your choice of vegetables. | recommend mashed potatoes, mushy peas and carrots.
